1. Send 3 contrasting examples of your artwork.  

2. You may photograph or make a video of your examples so we can get a good look at your art form.  Make sure these are large enough to see details and are of good quality.

B. Music – Instrumental  Solo or Vocal Solo Performance 

Send a DVD of you performing a solo with or without accompaniment, either singing or playing your instrument in a clear and audible manner. 3 minute max each.
C. Dance – (Tap, Jazz, Ballet, Modern, Lyrical)

Send a DVD of you performing a dance solo with accompaniment. 3 minute max each.
D. Theater/Drama/Film
Send a DVD of you performing two contrasting monologues, interpretive speeches or scenes in which you play the main character. 3 minute max each. 5 minute max for scenes with another character.
E. Miscellaneous Art Forms 

Anything not listed above that the student feels may fit.  You may submit your example by sending photographs, DVD, or CD.  Above time limits apply.
Clearly label your work and its contents with your name, address, and phone number on each piece. Note: if submitting a DVD or CD, you must provide a format that is playable in a regular DVD player or Windows Media Player.  Files on DVD or CD that will not play will disqualify the applicant.  MP3, MP4, AVI and WMV are common file formats.
